12. The Twin quilt measures approximately 63" x 87" .
Make backing (Fabric H) at least 6” larger than the top.
Layer and baste top, batting and backing together. Quilt
as desired.

Fabric G - Borders - cut S - 4” strips, sew end to end then
subcut2-4"x563/4"and2-4"x361/2"
Fabric K - **cut 6 - 1” strips, subcut 4 - 1”x 16 1/2” and
4-1"x24"
Borders - cut 5 - 1 1/2” strips, sew end to end then
subcut2-11/2"x543/4"and2-11/2"x291/2"
